FROM THE PRESIDENT’S DESK.
There was a mouse in Zimbabwe who lived in absolute fear every day. One day he could not take it any longer and cried out to the Lord. "Lord, I am living in total fear every day. There are cats everywhere, and I could be killed at any stage. Please have mercy on me!!"

 

The Lord took pity on the mouse and changed it into a cat. 

 

The cat then lived in fear of all the dogs that were running around, and once again cried out to the Lord for intervention.

 

Seeing the absolute fear in the cat's eyes, the Lord took pity and changed the cat into a dog.

 

After a week the petrified dog approached the Lord and said that it was living in fear as it had heard that there were lions roaming the country side.

If we do not tackle the core of our problem head on (the lack of security of tenure - i.e. lack of respect of property rights), we will always be like a mouse on the run. Compensation is not about looking after those that are no longer able to be on their farms - it is about the respect of property rights, and that affects all of us - those farming and those no longer able to farm.

 

Dawie and Lorna Joubert invited a few people to their flat last week, and after prolonged discussion we read the Word of God and prayed together. As farmers, in fact as Zimbabweans scattered all over the world, we need to move our battle into a higher sphere. This is a spiritual battle, and we ask all people to UNITE IN PRAYER for our farmers and our country on SUNDAY 6th DECEMBER.

 

Please speak to your pastors, and make this a day that we all unite in this battle in humility on our knees. I give you 

2 Chronicles 7:13 and 14 as a reference point. Please read it, and reflect on it.

 

We also ask that all farmers get together in small groups and unite in prayer every Saturday morning from 7am to 8am. Maybe you would like to watch Angus Buchan on channel 341 from 07:00 hours to 07.30 hours and then pray together?

 

Please spread the word to your family and friends, and let’s not only have this action moving across our borders, but let it spread across the continents.

To a large degree the majority of our farming community is in limbo at the moment, being subjected to constant interference from people who are still benefitting from the political patronage system in which our hard earned investments are being dished out to all and sundry without even any indication of compensation being mentioned.

What we are finding at the moment is that money has also started to change hands for the free acquisition of our huge investments. Even the current laws, which we consider ultra vires to our Constitution, are being flouted as the flood of greed and looting just continues. Reports are coming in of money changing hands between would-be beneficiaries and Lands officers, Police, Public Prosecutors, Magistrates and Governors at an alarming rate. It is extremely important that more evidence of this is fully exposed and documented. We therefore encourage you all to report such cases. We will guarantee your anonymity if requested.

We are also putting together a document which will be filed in the courts soon to try to bring an end to the unnecessary and unlawful prosecutions of farmers and farm workers in efforts to evict them from their properties, and therefore cease vital food production. As many examples are needed as possible to show the lawlessness and futility of the ongoing acquisition of our properties without compensation or continuation of production. Details of this were published in the last two copies of CFU Calling, as well as a circular which was distributed on the email to non-members as well.

The deadline for submissions has been extended from 10 November to 20 November 2009. We have also included another category of anyone who feels that he is liable to receive compensation yet has not received anything.

A recent valuable opinion from our lawyers is to the effect that those farmers who no longer wish to contest acquisition of their farms but require compensation from the Government for their improvements will need to make application to the High Court.

This will be the case for those who have not yet had their improvements assessed for compensation by Government.  The order sought in the High Court will be to force Government to assess your improvements and if you dispute the sum assessed the matter is then referred to the Administrative Court for determination.

Commercial agriculture is in a desperate state at the moment, which is why we were encouraged to see what appears to be some firm support and commitment from the SADC Troika which met in Maputo last week. The following is a report on the meeting sent out by Veritas, for your information:

“This meeting took place in Maputo last Thursday, 5th November.  It was chaired by President Guebuza of Mozambique, the Organ Troika chairperson.  Other Troika members attending were the King of Swaziland and the Zambian Minister of Defence representing the Zambian President.  Also present were South African President Jacob Zuma and Executive Secretary of SADC, Dr. Tomaz A. Salomao.  [SADC Chairperson President Kabila of DRC did not attend, but returned to the DRC from Harare the day before the meeting; he was represented by the DRC Ambassador to South Africa.  The three GPA principals President Mugabe, Prime Minister Tsvangirai and Deputy Prime Minister Mutambara made presentations in the plenary session before the Summit went into closed session.  The three countries on the agenda were Madagascar, Lesotho and Zimbabwe.  The Summit communiqué deals with the Zimbabwe situation as follows:

“11.(i) the parties should fully comply with the spirit and letter of the GPA and SADC Summit decisions of 27 January 2009;

(ii)  the parties should not allow the situation to deteriorate any further;

(iii) the parties to engage in a dialogue in order to find a lasting solution to the outstanding issues towards the full implementation of the GPA;

(iv) the Facilitator (the Republic of South Africa) on behalf of the Troika should remain seized with the developments on the implementation of the GPA;

(v) the MCO Troika should continue monitoring  the progress closely and report to the Chairperson of the SADC Organ Troika on Politics, Defence and Security Cooperation; and

(vi) the international community to lift all forms of sanctions on Zimbabwe.

12.  Summit decided as follows:

(i)  the political parties signatory to the GPA should engage in dialogue with immediate effect within fifteen (15) days not beyond thirty (30) days;

(ii) the dialogue should include all the outstanding issues emanating from the implementation of GPA and SADC Communiqué of 27 January 2009;

(iii) the Facilitator should evaluate progress and report back to the Chairperson of the Organ on Politics, Defence and Security Cooperation.

13. In view of the above Summit decisions, the MDC-T announced that its partial disengagement is suspended.”

Speaking to the press immediately after the Summit, Mr Tsvangirai said "We have suspended our disengagement from the GPA (Global Political Agreement) with immediate effect and we will give President Robert Mugabe 30 days to implement the agreement on the pertinent issues we are concerned about."  MDC-T spokesman Nelson Chamisa has said that MDC-T is satisfied with the outcome, having gained two important points: President Zuma to be the South African facilitator in place of ex-President Mbeki, and Summit’s endorsement of the decisions of the SADC Summit of January 2009 as binding decisions.  
It is significant that the communiqué urges full compliance with the letter and spirit, not just of the GPA, but also with the decisions of the SADC Summit of 27th January.  That communiqué refers specifically to the issues of provincial governors, the Attorney-General and the Governor of the Reserve Bank:

“(v) the allocation of ministerial portfolios endorsed by the SADC Extraordinary Summit held on November 9, 2008, shall be reviewed six (6) months after the inauguration of the inclusive government;

(vi) the appointments of the Reserve Bank Governor and the Attorney General will be dealt with by the inclusive government after its formation; and

(vii) the negotiators of the parties shall meet immediately to consider the National Security Bill submitted by the MDC-T as well as the formula for the distribution of the Provincial Governors”.

Time Frame
The parties must now engage in dialogue on all outstanding issues by 21st November [the 15th day after the Maputo Summit] continuing until not later than 6th December [the 30th day]. The negotiators of the three parties are due to meet over the coming weekend to start the process.  Come the 21st November, the facilitator, President Zuma, will visit Harare to assess progress or otherwise and offer assistance to the parties if necessary.  Come the 6th December, the facilitator will again assess progress and report to President Guebuza, chairperson of the Organ, who will decide on the way forward – which could be further assistance from or intervention by the Organ Troika.  The Organ Troika did not decide in Maputo that failure to reach complete agreement will mean a full SADC Summit, but this is a further possibility.”

To us the above is extremely encouraging and of special interest to our sector would be the recognition and immediate implementation of Article V of the Global Political Agreement, as set out below:

5.9 The Parties hereby agree to:

(a) conduct a comprehensive, transparent and non-partisan land audit, during the tenure of the Seventh Parliament of Zimbabwe, for the purpose of establishing accountability and eliminating multiple farm ownerships.

(b) ensure that all Zimbabweans who are eligible to be allocated land and who apply for it shall be considered for allocation of land irrespective of race, gender, religion, ethnicity or political affiliation;

(c) ensure security of tenure to all land holders.

(d) call upon the United Kingdom government to accept the primary responsibility to pay compensation for land acquired from former land owners for resettlement;

(e) work together to secure international support and finance for the land reform programme in terms of compensation for the former land owners and support for new farmers; and

(f) work together for the restoration of full productivity on all agricultural land.
It all boils down to the main point of the respect of property rights, which although hinted at in section 5.9 (c) above is most certainly not the case at the moment. The ongoing example of theft of property which continues to be used for free distribution on a partisan political basis will continue to chase all forms of business investment away from Zimbabwe.

This is where we are hoping our compensation proposal will come to our assistance, by removing the political abuse and restoring the financial values on land. We have to remove the conflict from the land. Last week we circulated the bones of the agreement and we have subsequently received some very encouraging support indeed. 

Work on the proposal continued this week, with presentations being made to targeted individuals.

In another significant move we have just received information that the date of 27 November 2009 has been put forward for when the South African and Zimbabwean Governments will get together and sign their mutual BIPPA. 

The following press report has just been received:

“THE compromise clause in the bilateral investment agreement between Zimbabwe and SA, due to be signed in Harare on November 27, provided security of tenure for all existing and new South African investments in Zimbabwe, but excluded historical claims arising from Zimbabwe's land reform process, Trade and Industry Minister Rob Davies said yesterday.


He was answering Business Day's questions yesterday about the most contentious clause , one of the issues that has held up its finalisation for seven years. Under Zimbabwe's land reform process, large numbers of farms, including some belonging to South Africans, were expropriated by the state 
without compensation.


Davies said the bilateral agreement with Zimbabwe would provide security for any South African investor in any sector, including agriculture, from now on. SA wanted to create certainty for investments in Zimbabwe that would also help with the economic recovery in Zimbabwe, but not reopen old wounds.


It would have been impossible to negotiate this agreement with a retrospective clause, and SA believed it was necessary to contribute to stabilising the economy in Zimbabwe, which would also contribute to political stability, he said.


AgriSA president Johannes Möller said AgriSA was not advising farmers to invest in Zimbabwe. It was still concerned about farmers who had lost their land and was seeking meetings with the government.”
Prospective members should not be shied away by the membership fees because those are absolutely negotiable, particularly where farmers can prove their failed income through the land seizures or advanced age. The main idea is to rebuild our numbers again and to keep constant communication through the email system. 

While on the subject of membership we wish to inform those who have paid that their membership cards may be collected at the Union from Miss Natanya Scott

Monday was an important day for GAPWUZ who launched their new documentary, “The House of Justice”, which is an excellent 26 minute documentary put together by the Research and Advocacy Unit (RAU). The documentary was bravely presented by Mrs Gertrude Hambira the General Secretary of GAPWUZ, who also did the commentary, and was attended by about 100 people. It covered the atrocities and lawlessness suffered by farm workers and farm owners on 3 Chegutu farms which were part of the group of 79 farmers who won their case at the Southern African Development Community Tribunal (SADC T). It was basically an appeal to SADC to enforce the ruling of the court and not abandon the court’s decision. 

Today Marc Carrie-Wilson attended a Business Against Crime Forum meeting at the Union in which he discussed the constitution of the organisation which would be officially launched in January 2010.

It has been suggested that farmers be given the opportunity to put together “Your Story” which should be an anecdote of the good, bad or humorous experiences you have encountered over the last 9 years. Subject to your approval they would be published weekly in CFU Calling before being uploaded onto the CFU website. This would give the outside world the opportunity of understanding not only your personal situation but that of the farming community as a whole.   

The following is the only information available on the Internet with regard to the possibility of an El Nino affecting our weather system this season. Elsewhere in the report are details on how other areas in Africa are being more seriously affected. For full details check the website www.fews.net 

“Southern Africa El Niño

As of July NOAA’s Climate Prediction Centre declared an official El Niño. An El Niño is declared when central and eastern Pacific Ocean sea surface temperatures exceed 0.5 degrees Celsius. The phenomenon has varying impacts globally. In southern Africa it typically is associated with warmer and drier conditions in Zimbabwe, Mozambique, Swaziland, South Africa, Botswana, and Namibia. At present, southern Africa rainfall anomalies are above average for Angola, Namibia, Botswana, and much of South Africa. These above-average rains have led to favourable early season cropping conditions. However, it has not been reported that cropping activities have begun. The remaining countries in southern Africa are experiencing below average rains; however, those totals are only 25 mm – 50 mm below normal. The southern Africa season does not end until May; therefore there is time for recovery if this year does not shape up to be a typical El Niño for southern Africa.”

STABEX ’95 VACCINE PROGRAMME UPDATE

Livestock producers are reminded of the procurement procedure for the vaccines available under this programme:

1.
Complete an Application form and hand this in or e-mail it to the NADF office.

2.
The Application Form then requires a Commercial Farmer’s Union stamp as well as a Union Project Trust stamp.

3.
Depending on availability, vaccines are allocated.

4.
A Vaccine Drawdown Authorisation Form is them completed by NADF and this is then taken to FIVET Animal Health, Harare at 2 Telford Road, Graniteside, by the applicant.  FIVET will issue a further release document.  Please note that FIVET will only release vaccines if you have cooler boxes and frozen ice packs with you.

Please note that if you wish a third party to collect your vaccines, please provide a covering letter to FIVET.  We also urge producers who have received an allocation of vaccines to collect these as soon as possible.  Please can all those farmers/producers who have been advised that their Vaccine Draw Down Authorization Forms are ready please call in at NADF offices and collect this form, and then collect your Vaccine from FIVET urgently.  FIVET require space in their cooler rooms to accept the next draw down order from Onderspoort and Pfizer in Pretoria.

NADF is currently in the process of negotiating with FIVET and Coopers to have additional supply outlets in other centres.
